This is a list of the items that PDHC (Pregnancy Decision Health Center) uses in their layettes. 
 

Attached is our list of baby layette items.  Each layette receives the following:  
· Bible:  placed in the bottom of all layettes (prefer NIV)  
· Disposable Diapers—place 3 stacks of 12 in the bottom of the bag.  These may be different sizes (i.e. newborn & 

small)  
· Heavier Items:  such a lotions, shampoos, wipes, books, safety devices, decorative items, etc. are next.  Include 1-

2 toiletries per layette  
· Bottles and Feeding Supplies – place 2 bottles around the sides.  
· Bibs and pacifiers 1 or 2 of each  
· Crib sheets and towels/wash clothes- depending on supply  
· Receiving blanket 2                           Onesies and t-shirts 3 or 4  
· Booties and socks 3 or 4                   Sleepers and blanket sleepers 3 or 4  
· Outfits/dresses 4 or 5 include variety of sizes  
· Snow suit/sweater/jacket 1 depending on season,  
· Hat and mittens – 1 depending on season  
· Crib blanket 1 place on top to cover layette items  
· Rattles/toys/stuffed animals 1 each as available  
Larger items such as crib bumpers, large toys, mobiles, etc. may be given out and placed in an additional bag

Concerned opinion on Financial directives of 4th degree - The Faithful Purser offered the following comments for future thought 
and discussion.   We appear to be creating a pattern where one or two people go out and make all the money and 25 of us vote to 
spend it.  We try to act like a council . If we are going to participate in charitable programs, we must have the means and funds to 
donate to these funds.  Unlike councils,  we do not have the Charity tickets to sell to participate in these charitable organizations.   
In recent history we footed the bill for a $15,000 door that we would still be paying for if Joe Rossi hadn't found outside supporters.  
At the DD meeting,  they appeared to be trying to get the assemblies more involved in contributing to charitable programs that are 
being sponsored by the councils.  If this is to be our goal, then we should get a joint function together where everyone participates.  
Either we put in a program like this or we put on a cap on what we contribute and what kind of programs we participate in.  What is 
the charter or purpose of the 4th degree?  Is it to be the visible arm of the Knights of Columbus or is it a fund raising organization 
like the Councils?
